Summary

The Grounds Crew Member is to work under the Grounds Manager on basic lawn care and grounds tasks;
to understand standard safety regulations and basic turf management; and is to operate under the
International Peace Garden’s maintenance strategy to meet or exceed standards.

Duties and Responsibilities

Report accidents, property damage or equipment failure to the Grounds Manager.

Perform mowing, trimming, weeding, hardscape maintenance, and mulching.

Operate machinery (mowers, weed whips, trimmers, chainsaws, trucks, tillers, sweepers, etc.).
Partake in trail maintenance (tree cutting, wood chipping, sign posting, etc.).

Assist with event set up and tear down.

Carry out weekly garbage rounds.

Must be able to work at least 2 weekends a month.

Knowledge, Skills and Abilities

= Tools, equipment, techniques, materials and methods of grounds management.
= Ability to work with a multiple person crew to complete tasks and daily routines.
= Ability to learn to maintain basic equipment.

= Knowledge of basic safety rules and regulations.

Physical Requirements

= Standing for long periods of time.

= Must be able to lift 50Ibs + multiple times a day.

= Must be able to work in all weather conditions.

= Must be able to work up to 8+ hours a day when needed.
= Monday through Friday some weekends are required.

Licenses and Certifications

= The applicant must have a valid driver’s license.
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
